Guilt 

reminds us that we are not innocent, that we are at fault and to blame. 

 
I hope you walk away from our time together with hope and relief if 

the poison of guilt has found it's way into your heart. I pray you will 

find the peace you long for in knowing that the God that we have 

gathered to worship today is forgiving, merciful, and extends 

undeserved grace.
